Information about camp registration: 

☺Register your child for the camp comparable to the last grade they have completed.  Cove Christian Camp accepts children without regard to race, color, or national origin. 

☺Take care to note the dates for early registration.  It would be appreciated if all campers are registered two weeks prior to camp.
☺Because of our facilities, we cannot easily accommodate people who have limited mobility, serious health or mental issues. Therefore, if your child
    
needs special care, please contact and verify with that camp’s director prior to sending in your child’s registration. 

☺Make sure all requested information is supplied in the appropriate spaces.

☺Double check your child’s medical insurance policy number to make sure it is current and recorded correctly.

What to bring / what not to bring to camp:   
☺The weather can be changeable at Camp, so be sure that your child brings appropriate modest clothing. Other items to bring are shoes (not flip-flops: though they may be worn at the pool), modest swim wear, a sleeping bag and/or sheets and blanket, a pillow, washcloth and towels, personal care items, a Bible, pencil and paper, sunscreen, insect repellant, sunglasses, and money for the snack shack and missions offering, if desired.
☺ Because this camp is a retreat from the everyday world, please leave music, CDs, iPods, cell phones, skateboards, weapons, etc. at home. If brought, these items will be confiscated and given back at the end of camp, and may cause your child to be sent home early.    
☺For Winter Camp: Boots, waterproof gloves, hat, snow pants, coat, extra pairs of warm socks, ski/snowboard equipment and sleds
